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Pastor’s Notes 
Spring is taking its own sweet time getting here.  At this moment, the air is full of unhappy 
comments about avoiding a snowy Easter. By the time you read this, perhaps there will be more 
of a glimmer of the greenness to come; maybe the snow will have mostly disappeared and a 
crocus or two will have pushed its purple head up in your yard. Welcome, April, that budding time 
where new life pushes its way into our consciousness: Hallelujah!   
 
But what we know about winter is that without it, Spring would never seem so glorious.  It would 
never be such a joy to walk out of the house without a coat. The yellow of the daffodils would 
seem commonplace, the song of the birds dull. We can’t have the new life of Spring without 
having first had the emptiness and silence of winter.   
 
What happens when you look at it from a larger perspective? While we may feel burdened by 
them, it is true that without the dead spaces and the lean times-- those cold grey winters of our 
lives--the resurrections we experience would seem meaningless. We find that so hard to 
remember when in the midst of those dry, desolate times, but are reminded every time we once 
again encounter a Spring. The ability to reclaim life out of death, even small deaths, is a gift from 
God--a precious and real gift, freely offered to each one of us. That’s what the fanfare of Easter is 
about; reclaiming, resurrecting, the grey and gloomy into life and light. They don’t have to be 
earth-shattering deaths or spectacular resurrections, either. Every redemption of a situation or 
event, every resurrection large or small, is a reminder that there is more at work in our lives than 
the things that seem hopeless or overwhelming. We can lose sight of that as we are walking in 
the shadows, much as we seem to forget the breathtaking beauty of that first crocus in the snow 
until we are startled by its sudden appearance each Spring.  Resurrections of any degree are like 
that.  
  
May we find even more joy this Spring, when we remember the winters we have endured. May 
we celebrate our heritage as Easter/resurrection people. May we claim the gift and live it well!

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What is all this talk about “The Way Forward?”  The Reconciling Task Force answers: 
      
     When Central UMC became a Reconciling Congregation almost two years ago, that act declared two 

things: First, that all persons are welcome at Central without regard to sexual orientation, and second, that 

we believe the language condemning homosexuality, gay clergy, and same-gender marriage in our own 

United Methodist Book of Discipline is wrong. We stood for the belief we have in language expressed 

elsewhere in the Discipline: that all persons are of sacred worth and are beloved by God, and that “all” really 

does mean “all.” 

 

     The United Methodist Church is experiencing enormous tension and anxiety regarding the vast 

differences of thought about this language in the Discipline, and it has come to a possible breaking point. At 

the denomination’s General Conference in 2016, the delegates asked the Council of Bishops to find us a way 

forward—this request forestalled the inevitable ugly fighting over homosexuality on the Conference floor. 

The Bishops created the Commission on the Way Forward. This Commission has been meeting for two 

years, and has submitted their work to the Council. You may take a closer look at that work at this web 

address:   http://www.umc.org/who-we-are/commission-on-a-way-forward. 

 
The Commission proposed these two sketches to the Council: 

ONE CHURCH MODEL 

The One Church Model gives churches the room they need to maximize the presence of United Methodist 

witness in as many places in the world as possible. The One Church Model provides a generous unity that 

gives conferences, churches, and pastors the flexibility to uniquely reach their missional context in relation 

to human sexuality without changing the connectional nature of The United Methodist Church. 

 
MULTI-BRANCH: ONE CHURCH MODEL 

This model is grounded in a unified core that includes shared doctrine and services and one Council of 

Bishops, while also creating different branches that have clearly defined values such as accountability, 

contextualization and justice. The five U.S. jurisdictions would be replaced by three connectional 

conferences, each covering the whole country, based on theology and perspective on LGBTQ ministry (i.e. 

progressive, contextual, traditional branches). Annual conferences would decide which connectional 

conference to affiliate with; only local churches who choose a branch other than the one chosen by their 

annual conference would vote to join another conference. 

 

     The Council dismissed a third sketch that would essentially keep our Discipline as it is, and would 

require rigid enforcement of penalties for disobedience to the Discipline. 

 

     At a special called session of the General Conference in 2019 in St. Louis, the United Methodist Church 

will receive the recommendation of the Council of Bishops, and will be able to make its decision by vote. As 

you may guess, the tension is high. Caucuses are gearing up already for the inevitable struggle on the 

Conference floor. The extremely conservative coalition, the “Wesley Covenant Association,” has already 

begun work to form a church-within-a-church which they have openly declared will leave the UMC if they 

cannot legislate an alternative to the two sketches—neither of which conforms to the sketch the Council 

dismissed (the one they supported). This blog post is a summary of the reaction to the Commission’s work 

by the extreme Right in the denomination: https://um-insight.net/perspectives/jeremy-smith/umc-

schismatics-are-now-in-plain-view%E2%80%A6but-why/  There is more to the story, and there will be more 

to come.

I abhor wasting---- food, paper, water, etc. You name it; but, I still do waste sometimes and experience a 

measure of guilt.  I remember many years ago a niece, Nancy, said we should turn off the water when we 

brush our teeth, and I thought, “Oh how silly”, but I did it and still do it. Recently, I saw a Colgate 

toothpaste advertisement stating the gallons of water that can be saved each time we brush our teeth if we do 

that simple thing.  It was perhaps 30 or more years ago that I attended a Saturday event held at an Endicott 

church, and learned another water-saving idea: catch the water in a container when waiting for it to get warm 

for your  shower or bath, and use it to water flowers and plants. I do that when we are in Endicott since we 

have many large house plants. At this same church event many years ago on the environment, Chris Burger, 

a former Broome County Council member, had his waste for an entire year in one garbage bag and it’s now 

in the Smithsonian in Washington!  

 

What has impressed you when it comes to conserving and lowering your carbon foot print?  I hope you are 

not saying it doesn’t matter. A New York Times article titled, ”What a Waste”, “ Globally, we throw away 

1.3 billion TONS of food a year.  In poor countries most of the food waste is on the farm or on its way to 

market. Very little is thrown out by consumers. It is too precious.  It is a complicated thing ---food waste, but 

it is important, since there are 2 reasons to minimize waste. 1) the less the world wastes, the easier it will be 

to meet the food needs of the global population in the coming years, and 2) cutting back  on waste could go a 

long way to reducing  greenhouse gas emissions. In rich, wealthy countries like ours and Canada, around 40 

% of wasted food is thrown out by consumers.  Yes, it matters. This scratches the surface of the issue of 

waste, but hopefully will raise our consciousness and remind us to CONSERVE when possible.  

 

About 50 years ago while playing couples Bridge in the home of long- ago Central members, Tom and Betty 

Taylor, I noticed they used cloth napkins, and I’ve used cloth napkins most of the time since then. Colorful 

washcloths work great.
