Art and Spirituality
Art and spirituality has had a long relationship spanning to pre-history and early humans. It began as a
reflection of what they saw as they awaken more fully into their surroundings. Though many theories float
around as to why this happened, I believe from an artist’s point of view, it stems from a deep appreciation
and curiosity of life as they found their place in it. In everyday life there were chances to observe the world
around them. Hunters noticed form and symmetry in the animals they saw which was noted in cave
paintings. Early humans honored the sacredness of the miracle of birth through miniature statues of the
pregnant female bodies. They mourned the loss of one in their family by placing trinkets and jewelry carved
from stones and shells lovingly into a grave. You can trace the line of history in art to more recent times. As
the consciousness of thought and the awareness of God’s presence arose so did the observation of order and
mathematics which led to the discovery of the Golden Ratio and Fibonacci Sequence, which helped to
design some of the Greek Architecture and is still used in artwork today. Symbols, paintings, architecture,
and sculpture during the burst we call the Renaissance Period, were created to honor, inspire, and provoke
thoughts and reflections about a person’s life and their connection to the Divine.

When we think of the Great Masters through history and observe their
lofty ideas and genius talent, we often feel daunted and out of reach of
these ideals, but arts humble beginnings started in a cave with raw
materials as a medium and a hungry soul as its conductor. Walking
through the halls at CUMC, | am reminded of these early humans and
what they saw on their cave walls. A chance at a new way to experience
and show appreciation to Gods world and to leave behind our handprint
pointing to future generations of the God we know in this time and in the
space. | am looking forward to our new beginnings at CUMC as we
revisit this ancient tradition of combining arts with God.

Finance and Stewardship
Fall is always a busy time in the life of all churches- that goes for Central, and for finances as well. There's
a lot going on at Central. Re-no-vate Central has begun; the pre-school room is being refurbished to make it
a Community-use room; organ refurbishment is beginning, and plans are being developed for other areas of
the church. During the summer, we concluded a very successful Organ Legacy Campaign to refurbish the
organ. We are pleased to announce that we exceeded our goal of pledging $100,000!

Current Finances - We've just finished the 3" Qtr and are headed into the last few months of the year
and our annual Stewardship campaign. Thanks to the generosity of you, the Central family, we
remain in a positive financial position, mostly because we started the year with a large balance.
However, we are currently about $15,000 income behind spending through the end of September.
Earlier this month, we all received our 3" Qtr statement. We'd ask that everyone review their
statement to ensure you are up to date with your commitment. It's important for all of us to continue
our commitments to Central to continue the strong programming and ministries.

Stewardship Campaign- While Central has traditionally had a 'low-profile’ approach to finances, it's
important to note that 'spiritual giving' is an important aspect of our life as Christians. Jesus talks
about sacrificial giving in the story of the Widow giving her last two coins (Mark 12:41-44). Paul
calls for us to be 'cheerful givers'. “Everyone should give whatever they have decided in their heart.
They shouldn’t give with hesitation or because of pressure. God loves a cheerful giver.”

- 2 Corinthians 9:7 (CEB)

Exciting things are happening at Central with 'Re-no-vate Central’. We've added two positions to the Central
Staff — Director of Missions and Engagement and Director of Web and Media Engagement, Even with that,
our budget increase for 2019 is less than 5%. You will receive a letter asking us to pray about our
commitment to Christ's work at Central, and asking us to increase our level of giving. If we are to continue
to be Christ's hands and feet in Endicott, and to reach out to the community with the Love of Christ, we need
your increased financial support. Please pray and respond with your commitment to Central for 2019 so we
can continue to grow our ministries, programs, outreach, and missions. The Finance and Stewardship Team

Organ Refurbishment

On October 15", work was begun on the restoration of our Méller organ. Central’s pipe organ was built in
1951. Experts say Central’s instrument is an excellent example of Moller’s best work with a replacement
value of $600,000. Urgent repairs and upgrades are needed to prepare and sustain this instrument for the
future. The work will be done in three phases between now and the end of summer 2019. The work will
replace the leather reservoirs/bellows, the leather valves, the shutter system that controls dynamics, the
organ’s power plant (the blower), the console, and the electronics. We will also be adding more pipes
including new trumpet, piccolo, cornopean and trombone sounds. Although we have exceeded our goal of
$100,000 pledges, you still have the opportunity to participate in this project. Put “organ legacy” on the
memo of your check and drop-off in the office.
